8. The Point-in-Time [PIT) survey conducted by the Metropolitan Denver + K itiative (MDHI}
generates 3 “snapshot” of the individuals and families who are experiencing homelessness in our
metropolitan Denver communities. The purpose of the nationa! Point-in-Time is to count the number of
homeless individuals on one day of the year and to educats citizens about the presence of homelessness
within their own communities. Community, faith-based, and local government organizations use the
information collected from the Point-in-Time study to identify the trends and service needs of the
homeless population in the metro Denver region.

The 2018 Point-in-Time Survey took place on January 29, 2018 through January 30, 2018. MDHI had
recommended that we provide incentives such as gift cards, cold ther gear, socks, hygiene packets,
etc. to offer to folks who complete the survey to encourage them to attend events. The Authority
provided 51,500 in non-federal funds to purchase gift cards and bus tickets to be given to the homeless as
3 thank you for completing the survey and as an important incentive for their participation. Volunteers
are critical in order for this effort to be successful and the Housing Division had one staff participate in the
planning of the PIT count and four staff volunteering for this eventas well.

9. The 2017 Appropriations Act provided $40 million in HUD-Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing {HUD-
VASH) funding for 5,500 new HUD VASH vouchers. These vouchers would be administered in partnership
with the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) enabling homeless veterans and their families to access
affordable housing with an array of supportive services. Staff moved forward to submit a Registration of
Interest which would be the first step for the Authority to apply for funding for these vouchers. The
Authority had to consult with their partnering VA facility to discuss their intention of submitting a
Registration of Interest and request the required Letter of Support for HUD-VASH vouchers. It didso but
was informed on 8/21/ 2017 “that VA would not be requesting any further vouchers for the metro area at|
this time.”

10. The Authority operates the Section B Housing Choice Voucher Program which provides financial housing
support restricted to very low income persons. The program can serve a maximum of 504 households
and families.

6. In June of 2018, the Jeffgp Action Center announced it was suspending its 22 bed homeless shelter on
Wwest Colfax Avenue in Lakewood. In order to help houssholds to be displaced by this action, the
Authority offered to take two families and three singles at the shelter and enroll them in our Housing
Choice Voucher Program. Staff is also cooperating in discussions to explore options to assist in reopening
of the sheiter if possible.

7. The US Department of Housing and Urban Development makes available grants geared to homeless
prevention and rapid rehousing. A varisty of important services and programs are funded through these
grants in the Denver Metro area such 3s the Emergency Solutions Grant. During the application period
grant applicants must consult with and request a Certification of Consistency from jurisdictions covered
by those services and programs such as Arvada. The Certification of Consistency is to establish if the grant
proposal is consistent with the City of Arvada 2015-2019 Consolidated Stratesy and Plan Submission for
Housing and Community Development Programs. The City fully supported these efforts and has issued
Certifications of Consistency as needed.

B. The Point-in-Time (PIT) survey conducted by the Metropolitan Denver Homeless Initiative (MDHI)
generates 3 “snapshot” of the individuals and families who are experiencing homelessness in our
metropolitan Denver communities. The purpose of the national Point-in-Time is to count the number of
homeless individuals on one day of the year and to educate citizens about the presence of homelessness
within their own communities. Community, faith-based, and local government organizations use the
information collected from the Point-in-Time study to identify the trends and service needs of the
homeless population in the metro Denver region.

The 2018 Point-in-Time Survey took place on January 29, 2018 through January 30, 2018. MDHI had
recommended that we provide incentives such as gift cards, cold weather gear, socks, hygiene packets,
etc. to offer to folks who complete the survey to encourage them to attend events. The Authority
provided 51,500 in non-federal funds to purchase gift cards and bus tickets to be given to the homeless as
3 thank you for completing the survey and as an important incentive for their participation. Volunteers
are critical in order for this effort to be successful and the Housing Division had one staff participate inthe
planning of the PIT count and four staff volunteering for this eventas well.

9. The 2017 Appropriations Act provided $40 million in HUD-Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing {HUD-
VASH] funding for 5,500 new HUD VASH vouchers. These vouchers would be administered in partnership
with the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA] enabling homeless veterans and their families to access
affordable housing with an array of supportive services. Staff moved forward to submit 3 Registration of
Interest which would be the first step for the Authority to apply for funding for these vouchers. The
Authority had to consult with their partnering VA facility to discuss their intention of submitting a
Registration of Interest and request the required Letter of Support for HUD-VASH vouchers. 1t did so but
was informed on 8/21/ 2017 “that VA would not be requesting any further vouchers for the metro area at|
this time."”

10. The Authority operates the Section B Housing Choice Voucher Program which provides financial housing
support restricted to very low income persons. The program can serve 3 maximum of 504 households
and families. It is an accurate assessment this program serves an important role in preventing
homelessness since 3 substantial proportion of these households and families would otherwise be unable
to zfford the rent needed to obtain adsquate housing.
